Supplementary Rules of the Comprehensive Evaluation and Scholarship Assessment for International Students in
 Ningxia Medical University
I. Contents of the Comprehensive Evaluation
The comprehensive evaluation uses hundred-mark system. Moral education marks account for 30% of the total marks, and examination scores account for 70% of the total marks.
1. Awarded Marks (for moral education marks only)
(1) Extracurricular activities is mainly based on the students participating in various forms of social practice, public welfare activities, culture & art, community activities, sports, disciplines. The certificates of awards should be provided for verification.

(2) Students who can help others, love the dedication, and insist on the justice, return lost money and volunteer public welfare performance will get extra marks. Once for each case will be given 1 to 3 points in light of the circumstances. 

(3) Student cadre can be given 1 to 2 points based on his job performance.

(4) Students in each school year who have a full attendance or be absent from class within six times (including 6 times) will be given 1 to 2 points;

(5) Students whose dorms are chosen as the “outstanding dormitory” in each semester will be given 0.5 points per person per time.  

(6) Students who take an active part in collective activities will be given 0.5 points each time per person.

(7) Students who have cleared the whole school year’s tuition fee and hostel fee more than 15 days prior to the expiry of the visa will be given 2 points per person; Students who have cleared the whole school year’s tuition fee and hostel fee more than 10 days prior to the expiry of the visa will be given 1 points per person; Students who have cleared the whole school year’s tuition fee and hostel fee between 6 to 10 days prior to the expiry of the visa will not be given any points; (Paying tuition and hostel fee by each semester will not apply to the above points project)

2. Deducted Marks (for moral education marks only)
According to “Ningxia Medical University Regulations of Breaching Disciplines & Punishment for International Students”, marks will be deducted in the following cases:

(1) Students who get the punishment of last warning before dismissal will be deducted 18 points.

(2) Students who get the punishment of demerit recording will be deducted 5 points per time.

(3) Students who get the punishment of serious warning will be deducted 4 points per time.

(4) Students who get the punishment of warning will be deducted 3 points per time.

(5) Students who are given public notice of criticism by Ningxia Medical University or School of International Education will be deducted corresponding 2 points per time or 1 point per time.

(6) Students in each school year who are absent from classes for more than six times will be deducted 0.3 points per time;

(7) Students’ dormitory with poor sanitation will be deducted 0.5 points per time.

(8) Students who have cleared the whole school year’s tuition fee and hostel fee within 5 days (including 5 days) prior to the expiry of the visa will be deducted 2 points per person; Students who have cleared each semester’s tuition fee and hostel fee within 5 days (including 5 days) prior to the expiry of the visa will be deducted 2 points per semester per person;
Note: The awarded marks and deducted marks are limited to the current one year, without repetition.

II. Evaluation Contents & Requirements of the Comprehensive Scholarship

1. Evaluation Criteria

Referring to the evaluation indexes and contents of Implementary Measures of the Comprehensive Evaluation for International Students in Ningxia Medical University, there are three levels of Comprehensive Scholarship:

Students who can obtain the first-class comprehensive scholarship, the comprehensive evaluation result shall be above 85 points, and the average academic scores shall be above 80 points as well;
Students who can obtain the second-class comprehensive scholarship, the comprehensive evaluation result shall be above 80 points, and the average academic scores shall be above 75 points as well;
  Students who can obtain the third-class comprehensive scholarship, the comprehensive evaluation result shall be above 75 points, and the average academic scores shall be above 70 points as well.

2. Evaluation Scale and Standard of the Comprehensive Scholarship (quota limit)
First-class comprehensive scholarship: Account for 5% of the total students;

Second-class comprehensive scholarship: Account for 10% of the total students;

Third-class comprehensive scholarship: Account for 15% of the total students;

The individual awards will be given to the students with outstanding performance in studies, morality, recreational and sports activities, public beneficial activities and comprehensive performance, etc.
3. Students can not apply for the scholarship under any of the following circumstances:

(1) Students who get punishment during this academic year;

(2) Students who have failed courses in this academic year (including exam classes and practical classes);

(3) Students who violate the social morals and have bad influence among teachers and students;

(4) Students who owe tuition fees and hostel fees.

4. Evaluation Time and Grant Method of the Comprehensive Scholarship

The Comprehensive Scholarship is evaluated once an academic year, and the evaluation time is in October. The scholarship is one-time issued.

The above supplementary regulations will be carried out from today. Items that are not covered will be following the relevant rules of Students’ Affairs Office of Ningxia   Medical University. The above provisions are applicable to all foreign students in Ningxia Medical University, School of International Education is responsible for explaining.
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
